Emergency calls

About emergency calls

If you are outside of a wireless coverage area and the SOS wireless coverage indicator appears, you can only call emergency numbers. Your
BlackBerry® device is designed to allow emergency calls even when your device is locked. Depending on your device model and the wireless
network that your device is connected to, your device is also designed to allow emergency calls when the SIM card is not inserted. If the
connection to the wireless network is turned off when you initiate an emergency call, your device is designed to connect to the wireless network

automatically.
You can only make emergency calls by typing official emergency access numbers (for example, 911 or 112).

Note: You should not rely on any wireless device for essential communications, including medical emergencies. Emergency numbers may vary
by location and emergency calls may be blocked or impeded by network, environmental, or interference issues.

About Emergency Callback Mode

If your BlackBerry® device is connected to a CDMA network, when you end an emergency call, your device enters Emergency Callback Mode.
This mode enables the operator to call you back or determine your approximate location. Depending onyour wireless service provider, Emergency
Callback Mode is active for five minutes or is canceled when you make a non-emergency call.

In Emergency Callback Mode, you cannot send and receive messages or browse web pages.

Your device exits Emergency Callback Mode at any time if you make a non-emergency call.

Make an emergency call

Perform one of the following actions:
« If your keyboard or BlackBerry® device is unlocked, in the phone application, type the emergency number. Press the Send key.

« If your keyboard is locked, type the emergency number. Press the Send key.
« Ifyour device is locked, press the Menu key. Click Emergency Call. Click Yes.

About GPS technology

Depending on your wireless service provider, this feature might not be supported.

You can use GPS technology on your BlackBerry® device to get your GPS location and to use location-based applications and location-based
services. Location-based applications can use your GPS location to provide you with information such as driving directions.

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If your device does not have an internal GPS receiver or your wireless service provider does not support location-based services and you want
to use GPS technology, you can pair your BlackBerry device with a Bluetooth® enabled GPS receiver. For more information, contact your wireless
service provider.

If your device is connected to a CDMA network and you make an emergency call or your device is in Emergency Callback Mode, an emergency
operator might be able to use GPS technology to estimate your location.

Note: Inanemergency, always provide the emergency operator with as much information as possible. Emergency operators might not be able
to estimate your location using only GPS technology.

The flash dims or turns off

If the battery power level drops below 20 percent, the flash dims to conserve battery power. In cold temperatures, when the battery power level
drops below 20 percent, the flash might turn off.

Some pictures that | take are blurry

In low lighting conditions, the camera might compensate for the lack of exposure by using a slower shutter speed. If you move the camera
before the shutter clicks, the picture might be blurry. If the camera is using a slower shutter speed and the viewfinder is not occupying the full
screen, an exclamation point indicator appears at the bottom of the screen.

To decrease blurriness in pictures that might be caused by slight movements of the camera, you can turn on image stabilization in the camera
options.

In your bookmark list, web
feeds that have been updated since the last time you checked them appear in italic. In a web feed, unopened web feed titles appear in bold.
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If one or more web feeds are available on a web page, the Add Web Feed option appears in the menu.

Arabic and Russian typing input methods

About typing in Arabic or Russian

If your BlackBerry® Device Software supports multiple languages and your keyboard displays Arabic or Russian letters, you can type in Arabic
or Russian using the SureType® input method or the multi-tap input method.

When you use the SureType input method, you press the letter key for each letter in a word once, even if two letters appear on the key. As you
type, a list of possible letter combinations and words appears on the screen. SureType technology selects letter combinations or words from
the list based on context. If you try to type a word or letter combination (for example, a web address or an abbreviation) that SureType technology
does not recognize, you can use the list that appears on the screen to build the word letter by letter. SureType technology is designed to "learn”
new words or letter combinations that you type.

When you use the multi-tap input method, you press a letter key once to type the first letter on a key and twice to type the second letter, if a
second letter appears on the key.

SureType technology is the default typing input method for most fields. Multi-tap is the default for phone number and password fields. You
can set your typing input method for all fields to multi-tap.
